What is the Scholarship?

How is the Scholarship Funded?

Selection will be based on merit and
meeting eligibility requirements as outlined in the
application. Scholarships will only be awarded if
applicants are deemed worthy by the AAGIS officers.

September 13, 2024.

How will the scholarships be presented?
Scholarships will be presented to recipients during the
lunch hour at the Alamo Area GIS Professional
Conference in September 2024. Conference date to be
confirmed before August. Applicants may check
aagis.org for a confirmed conference date.

e A one-page statement (single-spaced) from the
student outlining their interest in the geospatial
industry, specific education and professional goals,
any distinguishing experiences or accomplishments,
and contributions to the Alamo area.

e All documents must be received in one email in order
to be considered.

Eligibility

e Applicant must be a registered student, in good
standing, in a recognized university, community
college, or technical institute in the Alamo Area. The
Alamo Area includes the following counties: Bexar,
Comal, Guadalupe, Wilson, Atascosa, Medina,
Bandera, Kendall, Hays.

e Applicant must have a minimum GPA of 3.0 on a 4.0
scale unless Fall 2024 is their first college semester.

e Applicant must be enrolled in a course of study in the
field of geospatial sciences for the Fall 2024 semester.

e Applicant may not be a past recipient.
